
Birdhouses offer a safe haven, especially during the cold fall 
and winter months. Using a basic construction plan and pre-
cut timber, we built birdhouses for installation in our 
company premises. To protect the little shelters, the roofs 
were sealed with remains from our latest production of 
roofing membranes.

Plants help to regulate the climate by absorbing and storing 
carbon dioxide from the atmosphere. They also provide a habitat 
and food for various animals species. Together with a member of 
the Caritas organization, we launched a planting campaign to 
green the company premises.
